08/13 Minutes of the meeting dated 5th March 2013.  Minutes were approved by the Parish Council and signed as a true and correct record of the meeting by the Chairman.
 
Declaration of Interest. The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2012. To record any declarations of interest by any Member in respect of items on this agenda. 
Cllr Falkingham declared an interest in the Wind turbine planning application.
 

09/13 Matters arising.
1. Wressle Train Station. Still waiting to hear back from network Rail with info about attending Parish Council Meeting. Clerk has new contact details for Network Rail still waiting for reply.
2.  Meeting with Rob Brown Highways regards Wellfield Bungalow.  Due to work commitments last year this was not carried out, however a work ticket has now been issued for this financial year.
3.  Grass Cutting. On Going. 
4. Severe Weather plan and grant application. A grant has been obtained for the purchase of a small salt and grit spreader, 1 tonne of salt and Hi Viz jackets.  Salt to be stored at Cllr Hunts farm and the Spreader will be stored at the Village Hall. Grant was for £381.64 from the Local grant scheme.
5. Village Hall Litter Bin. Parish Councillor’s had voted to buy a bin at the last meeting for £250, however ERYC have since said that if the Parish Council wish the ERYC to empty the bin, it has to be brought from the ERYC.  The cost would now be £360 plus VAT, The ERYC would install the bin, empty the bin and make good any repairs necessary. Parish Council agreed to accept this. Clerk to order.
6. Village Hall. A meeting has taken place between Hares Builders and the architect about what people would like to see happen at the Village Hall and they are going to do some rough plans for free.  If more detailed plans are needed then these might be charged for.  Without plans costing’s cannot be worked out and grants cannot be sourced.  Ground works, a charity which helps find grants and applies for them on your behalf have indicated they are happy to help but need the plans drawing up first. Parish Council was happy for the Clerk to become involved as part of his duties.

Erection of 2no Wind turbines(height to tip 125m and height to hub 80m), access track and ancillary works including temporary anemometer mast and substation building (Turbine 1 E47768 N432281, Turbine 2 E477887 N432667) at land South West of Ivy House Farm, Holme Road, Spaldington, East Riding of Yorkshire DN14 7GX for Volkswind UK Ltd.
Application type. Strategic – Full Planning with EIA

This application was an amendment to the original Agenda.

Whilst the Parish Council had no objections to Wind Turbines in general they did think that Spaldington did have more than enough already surrounding them.

12/13 Street scene Walkabout.
Jim Mc Given from the ERYC, the Clerk and Chairman all took part in the street scene walkabout this year.  Many issues were identified and the ERYC have now issued worksheets to the Village taskforce team for some of the work to be carried out.  Identified Highways issues have been passed on to the Highways Dept. for their consideration and hopefully this work will also be carried out.  Discussion took place regarding the ERYC land 

13/13 Street light service level.
Parish Councillor felt that increasing the service level of the street lamps would be a cheaper option in the long run, as the ERYC would have total responsibility for the upkeep and repairs of the lights.  Unanimous decision by the Parish Council to upgrade to service level one.  Clerk to arrange transfer.

14/13 Clerks Pay and Annual Review.
Clerk left the room.  In light of the increase of work load from the ERYC, website and involvement with the Village Hall, the Parish Council offered the Clerk an increase in hours to 3 hrs per week.  Clerk accepted this as a fair reflection of the time spent.
