1. Wressle Train Station. Waiting to hear back from network Rail with info about attending Parish Council Meeting.  Clerk is struggling to get any reply from anyone at Network Rail.  The fly tipping taking place is now to be reported to the Public Protection team at the ERYC and see if they can get anywhere with Network Rail. Clerk also to keep trying.
2. Wellfield Bungalow. Email from ERYC saying a work ticket has been re issued for this work. This work has now been done and the residents are very happy with the outcome.
