21/13 Matters arising.
1. Wressle Train Station. Still no response from Network Rail, The problem of fly tipping with in their compound has now been passed on to the public protection team at the ERYC.  Letter of complaint to go to the chief Exec of Network Rail.
2. Severe Weather plan. Grant has been approved.  Order to be placed in conjunction with other Parish Councils so to obtain best price.
3. Village Hall update. The Village Hall committee has now engaged an architect to produce plans and quantity list ready for quotes to be obtained.
4. Street lighting. On Going.
5. Spare land behind Station Cottages.  The ERYC are now looking into which department owns this land and what the future plans are for it.  Cllr Davis expressed some concern regarding the suitability of the road and parking down there.  He also said that most people had moved there because it was quiet, so was it fair to place a children’s play area.  The Clerk pointed out that until the ERYC have established ownership and future plans nothing could be done.  Once that had taken place the Parish Council would have to consult with the Parish as to what they would like done with the land.  One resident has already expressed an interest in a children’s play area, and offered to help.
6. ERYC Grant available of up to £3,000.  Councillor’s felt that this might be best spent on the refurbishment of the Village Hall.
7. Village Task force update.  The Chairman said from what he could see the work identified within the Village had been done, however the highways work outside the Villages had not, Clerk mentioned that once the grass cutting season has finished the team might drop on to these jobs as they’ll have more time. · Cllrs felt that the Road near Roland Hall needed urgent work undertaking due to the bad state it is in.
· A compliant had been received about people dog coursing.  Originally they rang the 101 number but were left on hold to long, so they then to rang the Police on 999 about it only to be put through to North Yorkshire Police who said they couldn’t deal with it because it wasn’t their area and they couldn’t divert the call to Humberside. So they then tried 101 again and eventually spoke to someone 50 mins after the first call.  Councillor’s felt that this was a very good service.  One thought was that if the call was made via a mobile it might have something to do with the mast and who receives the call.  If the call was made via a landline then it might go straight to the local Police Station.  Clerk to write to the Police Commissioners Office to ask and report the problem.
· Problems with School transport.  Since the closure of Howden Sixth form problems with transport have arisen in the village as no provision has been made for them to return home in the afternoon as the bus only drops off on the A63.  This means taking time off in the afternoon to pick up.
If it is a legal requirement for children to remain in education until 17 (18 next year) then surely there must be a provision made to get them there and back?  Clerk to ask if there are problems in Bubwith, and ask Selby College if anything can be done to help.  Cllr Pearse to try and find out how many students are affected.  Goole gofar was one suggestion.
