Karen Wood of East Riding of Yorkshire Council attended to discuss the Spaldington Wind Farm and the resulting community fund. Karen informed that the fund is voluntary and the turbine owners had committed £17,625 per annum to an area of benefit of 6 parishes and Howden. The ERYC will administer the fund and take a 10% fee, a committee will be formed to set fund criteria and consider grant requests and nominations for the committee will be sought shortly

· Village Hall, building regulations approval has been resolved and £1,425 grant for land transfer legal costs has been received, this was the last item in the budget for the refurbishment and Clerk handed out the finished budget sheet for the work done on the Village Hall. The formal land registration has been received
· Friends of Wressle Village Hall, Parish Councillors congratulated Tim & Jane for a wonderful quiz evening and also everyone who contributed to the turkey supper evening, a tremendous £1,472 was raised from the two events. Cleaning of the Village Hall is now being done on a rota system, Parish Councillors thanked Matthew Pearse for his work over the last 18 months. A discussion of hire charges resulted in a decision to ask the Friends to work out a fair system of charges
· Request for contribution to Wressle Church, a grant of £350 was agreed to help support the maintenance costs of the Graveyard
· Problems from increased parking at the Village Hall, this was discussed at length and it was agreed that the success of the hall refurbishment was leading to increased parking with resultant problems on occasions. Guy Longbottom agreed to speak to the neighbours to say that the Parish Council will do its best to alleviate problems and to provide means of preventing drivers parking across their driveway
