18/16 Matters arising
· Village Hall, Chairman updated on work to date and showed pictures of the hall, work should be completed shortly. Clerk explained that £635 extra cost for the 3 phase electricity supply is covered by an increased grant but that £460 other extras must come from Parish Council funds. The income and expenditure spreadsheet of accounts for 2015/16 was considered, it was noted that the bank balance at the end of 2016/17 year shows as approx. £3000 after all building work payments have been made. Since the spreadsheet was prepared other known payments including building work extras have reduced the projected balance to approx. £1500 
· Since the reserves at £1500 were considered too low it was resolved unanimously to apply for a Public Works Loan to cover the cost of the cess tank, this is £4650 plus VAT so a loan of £4650 is to be applied for, Clerk to apply for a loan over 5 years with the loan being serviced by fund-raising events at the Hall, it was noted that there is the option of increasing the precept in years 2017/18 and future to help service the loan if needed

· Chairman has sourced tables and chairs plus storage racks for the newly refurbished hall, it was again resolved that to have a newly refurbished hall with the old tables and chairs would be a mistake. Accordingly it was resolved to order 11 tables plus 100 chairs and 4 storage trolleys, Chairman to action. A price of £1120 including VAT was accepted to provide curtains to the 6 windows in the 2 new rooms. These items to be purchased when the builder and Groundwork UK final invoices have been paid

Parish Councillors had no objections to the application but expressed concerns with proposed surface water disposal and the apparent plans to share foul water arrangements.
