39/14 Minutes of the meeting dated January 21st 2014.  These were agreed as a true and correct record of the meeting and signed as such by the Chairman on behalf of the Council.

40/14 Matters arising.
1. Village Hall update.   Concerns were raised regarding the future of the Village Hall committee as a high proportion of the committee where expected to retire in May.  The explained that maybe the Parish Council could become the sole trustees of the Hall.  It would work out cheaper as  VAT on bills could be reclaimed by the Parish Council. Cllrs thought in general this was a good idea and a way forward for the Village Hall and its future redevelopment.  Cllr Hunt thought it was stated in the Village Hall Constitution that if the committee folded, the hall would revert to the Parish Council.  The Clerk was asked to invite Margaret Kirk of Humber and Wolds Rural Community Council to talk to the Parish Council regarding this to the next Parish Council meeting.
2. ERYC Grant available of up to £3,000.  Cllr Gilpin had done some work obtaining quotes ready to apply for grants.  The Clerk explained that the ERYC would now require a third party contribution towards the application.  Parish Council agreed that they had precepted £750 towards helping the Village Hall and this could be used towards the upgrade of equipment and Cllr Gilpin would ask the Village Hall committee how much they would be will to contribute.  Cllr Gilpin to liaise with the Clerk.
3. Road Markings. Road markings at Loftsome Bridge have now been done and they’ve made a good job of them, however Cllrs reported that the road at Roland Hall and Roland Hall Junction were now in a very bad state of repairs and they felt that it needed urgent attention as there was some rather large potholes now.  Clerk to inform ERYC highways.
