· Village Hall, PAT testing has been done
· Friends of Wressle Village Hall, to decide on what needs to be decorated in January
· HGVs in Wressle, some making a short cut still seen 
· Passing places requested have been done
· Speedwatch initiative, James Walton reported that the operation is very successful in raising awareness of speeding, the site used to check speeds is near the Church entrance and warning notices are posted before and after the site. Three people are needed to man the operation and further volunteers would be welcomed. 37mph is the trigger point and because measurements cannot be taken if two cars are passing the speeding problems are worse than recorded. So far 978 vehicles have been counted with 166 reported to the Police, first letters have been issued to 156 offenders and second letters to 7 offenders, this equates to 17% of vehicles speeding, the site is inside the 30mph speed limit and the average speed of offenders is 52mph with a BMW clocked at 80mph. The potential for accidents and our vulnerable residents being hurt or killed by these 166 offenders who are breaking the law is massive. James and his group were thanked and congratulated for their work in trying to make our roads safer
