· Village Hall, building work completed, cess tank to be done later in May, waiting for completion date for land transfer. It was noted that a retention of £1,000 had been made pending the resolution of a smell in the shower room
· Village Taskforce visit Wednesday 29 June, David Hunt and Guy Longbottom to meet Jim McGivern of the East Riding Council at 9.45pm at the Village Hall 
· Flatgate Howden, Clerk noted that Howden Town Council and residents are lobbying for limits for HGVs
· Parish Councillors considered the proposed public path creation and extinguishment at Wynn Cottage Farm, Brind, no problems were seen, to check that the Howden 20 will be unaffected
27/16 Planning applications
16/01091/OUT Outline – Erection of a dwelling (access and layout to be considered) at Land east of 23 Main Street Wressle for Mr & Mrs Brown. No problems were seen with the development but Parish Councillors were very concerned at the surface water drainage at this end of the village and pressed for this to be resolved before permission was granted
16/01097/PLF Erection of a first floor extension at Derwent Bungalow, Station Road, Wressle for Mr James Newsom, considered between meetings with no comments

29/16 Accounts, balance £6,418.39 current account
Difference from last meeting debits £913.54 cheques approved at the last 2 meetings plus £18,000.00 to Lunns Builders, credits £4,000.00 East Riding of Yorkshire Council precept, £3,948.02 VAT reclaim, £2,881.39 transfer of Village Hall bank account to PC account (includes £2,000 bond)
Cheque confirmed was £18,000 Lunn the Builder final payment from grants (£1,000 has been retained) 
Cheques approved £161.36 Clerks salary/expenses May (includes £8.66 postage), £15.00 Matt Pearse cleaner May, £2,880.00 Groundwork fee for project managing the hall refurbishment, £4,346.00 Lunns Builders, £600.00 first payment towards curtains for the hall, £85.00 reimbursement to Heather Longbottom who arranged for the kitchen oven to be cleaned by professionals and paid the bill herself
Build work payments/income projections
To receive final WREN grant payment £16,395

To pay the £1,000 retention to the builders

To pay legal fees for land transfer, covered by East Riding Council grant

To pay cess tank supply and fitting £4650 plus VAT = £5,580 (from PC funds)

To pay £1120 for curtains to 6 windows (from PC funds)
To pay £5000 for new tables and chairs (from PC funds)
To receive Public Works Loan Board £4650 loan over 5 years

To reclaim VAT on outstanding expenditure

At this point a revised budget will be issued and a cash float confirmed with Tony & Jane for essentials in the Village Hall

(At this point Paula Tunbridge, James Walton and Neil Wright left the meeting due to other commitments)
Npower bill of £567, Clerk has spoken to their customer service department stating that this bill is £500 more than the previous bill and unless they can prove the end reading for the meter that has been removed then it will not be paid. A quote has been requested for future electricity supply from Npower and EON
The PC needs to review insurance cover for the Village Hall in terms of capital sum to be covered for building and also all contents, insurance companies to be contacted for quotes when current policy expires

When new tables/chairs are received disposal of old stock to be considered, it may be that Foggathorpe PC may be interested as they have a need for external tables particularly for events

30/16 Section 1 of the audit report reference Annual Governance Statement, Parish Councillors reviewed the effectiveness of internal control, resolved to approve the statement and it was signed by the Chairman and Clerk

Formal approval of internal auditor was given
31/16 Section 2 of the audit report reference Accounting Statement, Parish Councillor considered the statement, resolved to approve the statement and it was signed by the Chairman
