Neil Pearse attended to discuss the damaged verge opposite his house, Parish Councillors had said that the damage had happened as a result of contractors vans outside his house for a number of weeks. The problem is the narrowness of the road and the need for larger vehicles to pass, they have to mount the verge to get past the parked vehicles. Neil disputed that it was his contractor’s vehicles problem and stated that the verge regularly each year is damaged. Parish Councillors felt that Neil should make good the verge and clean the driveway entrance opposite their house. Neil stated it was not his responsibility but will ask the contractor when they return to do work on the affected areas

· Concern was expressed at the poor state of the road surface in Wressle particularly the road between the level crossing towards Breighton where a puncture was suffered by a resident recently that could be put down to the road surface

Guy also reported concern from David Aston about the ditch clean out on the road from Wressle to Brind on the left hand bend, this had left the ditch closer to the road on the bend, Rob Falkingham offered to speak to the relevant farmer to ask for it to be piped and some hard standing to be put down. Guy also reported that public right of way markers on footpaths had worn away and it was difficult to know directions, Rob Falkingham offered to put markers on the posts to clarify directions
