· Village Hall, Parish Councillors were saddened to hear that Karen Leggett is standing down as Village Hall cleaner and discussions were held to replace Karen, plans for reopening are being handled as ever by Jane Walker, A second septic tank purchase was confirmed and David Hunt will investigate and email Parish Councillors to confirm, Car park it was agreed to provide a top dressing of stone, types of stone were discussed and this will be progressed by David Hunt, it was resolved not to increase hire charges for 2021/22. The area between the hall and road is currently stone and David Hunt is to investigate the cost of paving the area to provide a sitting out area. Helen Blacker will obtain mock ups and costings for Village Hall signs. The fridge in the kitchen is very old and Tony Gilpin will investigate costings to replace it. The entrance door to the smaller room needs a hand rail to support people coming in and this to be investigated and costed.

· Speedwatch initiative, James Walton updated the meeting and asked for more volunteers who will be trained by the Police. A meeting is to be arranged with the ERYC engineer to consider road safety and possible purchase of flashing signs. This meeting will also consider speed reduction work in Newsholme on the A63, James to give Clerk dates for the meeting
· Use of telephone box, Amy Lawton and Tony Gilpin have prepared the box to be used as a book exchange and this will be started shortly. It was agreed that this is a great way to use this parish asset
