· Village Hall, fish and chips supper was very well received and attended by 78 people, timer for heating system needs an upgrade with input from an electrician and Jane Thompson will hopefully arrange this. Tony Gilpin was given authority to buy a blue tooth speaker to be kept in the Village Hall
· Speedwatch initiative, flashing signs will be employed again in 2023 to be arranged
· Defibrillators in Brind and Newsholme. The defibs will be sited w/c 21/11/2022 and a plaque will be sited by Helen
· Village entry signs, a quote for 3 signs of £2,064 plus VAT was accepted
· Footway on west side of road leading to Castle Farm entrance, a quote of £3,956 plus VAT was accepted, Clerk to ask for work to be done asap on these projects
· Damaged light on footpath near rail crossing has been replaced
· PPL/PRS music licence has been paid £116.00 plus VAT
· Solar panels, a long discussion took place about this issue, it was believed that the original plan put out by Boom was a blanket one and comments were needed to put forward concerns about issues not acceptable to residents. Parish Councillors have joined a group comprising neighbouring Parish Councils to consider the plan and make informed unbiased comments. Tony Gilpin and Guy Longbottom are the representatives and will report back to the Parish Council. It was considered that to oppose solar power altogether was counter productive and the approach should be to mould the plan to fit the areas affected
· Email from Diane Heritage sent to the Parish Council, points made were considered and Clerk to reply. A discussion followed about the website and how it could be improved, Helen Blacker and Amy Lawton offered to be admin on the website and Clerk to arrange this. Pictures of the castle were supplied to be on the front page of the website
