Public session, the meeting was attended by Adam, Neil and Isaac from the digestate company that run the AD plants at Spaldington and Holme on Spalding Moor. This attendance was in response to many complaints from local people about the damage to roads and verges caused by the movement of product to a lagoon in Wressle plus to other villages in the local area.
Some 20 residents also attended to express objections to the way the digestate is transported, many points were made of damage to road surfaces, wrecked verges and rutting alongside the road. These issues were causing danger to cyclists, bottoming of cars on the road plus pot holing and general loss of amenity to verges. Adam and Neil explained that they had no responsibility for problems associated with tankering of digestate but would speak to the contractor reference speeding, respect to other road users and walkers plus would check the legality of weights carried. They promised to report back on these points

Rob Falkingham accepted that damage had been caused by the timing of transporting the digestate and the recent wet weather plus the increased size of agricultural vehicles, he stated that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council had responsibility for putting right road defects
The email address to ask for remedial work from ERYC is highwaymaintenance@eastriding.gov.uk and it is recommended that locations are specifically noted and backed up by a photo
Steven Oakden asked for support from the Parish Council reference the provision of a ticket machine on the train station plus the provision of warning signs for the bend adjacent to the Village Hall following the recent accident

Reports of glass bottle litter were made and a sign elsewhere seems to have helped, a copy of this sign will be made once received from residents and it will be sited in the problem area
